lifier will adequately handle the jeb far which it is inlended: how much power Is required: how many inpul jacks and
what {lexibility of tone may be nccessary. Afler these facts are delermined, then it is wise lo search the markel and
compare amplifiers of like price classificalions, Make certain thail all the features are available in the amplifier you pur-
chase, Check the vatious design characteristics of each against the other to determine which is the betier constructed and
which will evidently give the best periormoance. i possible, check the components, such as the power and oulput trans-
formers: the size and weight of the speakers and any other fealures that are readily compared. Normally, the amplifier
with the largest components and the mos!{ weight represenis the besi doliar value.
